INSTRUCTION:

· Lesson Opener


Hook: Use binoculars to look at students while walking around them. Ask them questions. Ask them if they know what I am using to look at them. Ask them why I am using the binoculars to look at them. Discuss how binoculars are a tool that explorers use. 
           Bridge: Today we are going to find out what a good explorer would need and 

                         what he/she might run into while exploring. Shortly, we are going to take a virtual field trip 

                         to St. Louis, Mo and tour the Jefferson National Expansion Memorial.

                       Let's begin by following two explorers named Meriweather Lewis and William 

Clark on their expedition. On January 18,1803, President Thomas Jefferson requested money from Congress. The money would enable these two explorers, and about 30 others to map a water route from the Mississippi River to the Pacific Ocean. The expedition started out on May 14, 1804. Lewis and Clark were given maps as a guide through the unchartered territory. What do you think the explorers would need on their journey? While on their journey the explorers had their first encounter with the Native people, also    known as the Indians. The explorers met with representatives of the Oto and Missouri Indians and gave them peace medals, 15 star flags and other gifts. In June of 1805, scouting ahead of the rest of the expedition, Lewis comes across the Great Falls of the Missouri. He also discovers four more waterfalls farther upstream. The expedition will have to portage over eighteen miles, taking nearly a month, to get past them.  Over the course of the expedition, they traveled over 8000 total miles over a period of 2 years, 4 months and 10 days. Thomas Jefferson purchased the Louisiana Territory, 820,000 square miles, for $15 million. Go over list of vocabulary words that are posted on the board, give definitions and discuss. Finally, we are now ready to take our virtual field trip to this incredible historical museum. Let's go! After our virtual field trip, the students will break into three groups. “Now we are going to break into three small groups.” Group 1 students will pretend they are explorers and write in their journals what they will need for their expedition. They will also draw a picture of a map of the United States and site where they want to go (by using a star to mark the territory). There will be a map of the United States in front of class. They will include the people they meet and what they wore and ate. They will divide their paper in two for their lists and at the very bottom draw their map. They will show their example on the board. Bring students back to desks for lesson closure.



Job Aid: We are going to create a powerpoint slide presentation with VoiceThread. First we will create a powerpoint with slides for title page, standards page and directions page. Next we will take the pictures we took on the field trip and each student will record their voice on different pictures that will be uploaded into the VoiceThread. I will print out VoiceThread and the steps to create it and pass out to the students.
1. Create account – we will do this together as a class
2. Upload images from the computer

3. Each student will leave a comment on each picture (There are five ways to leave comments and they will use all five ways)

4. Print out VoiceThread to take home
